(CAP) for the Defined Benefit Pension Retirement System (MERS). The Village will pay $5,482 a 
month, instead of $3,824 over the next 10 years to bring the Village to 100% funding ratio. Starting 
with September 2019, the Employer contribution will be 30.25% instead of the current rate of 
23.59%.
